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Directions

I recommend checking MapQuest for turn-by-turn directions from your starting point to
your hotel to our church building. Here is the overview.

1.

Most of you will enter the area via I-57. From 1-57, exit 315 puts you onto Route
50. The hotels are located on or immediately off Route 50. Fairfield Inn and
Motel 6 are south of the 1-57 interchange, and Holiday Inn and Hampton Inn are
north from the interchange.

Larry Power Road (also called E 4000N Road) intersects Route 50 one mile north
of the I-57 interchange. Larry Power Road is a county road that runs east-west.
From Route 50, follow it east for 9.8 miles until you reach a T intersection with
“Dixie Highway”/Routes 1 and 17.

From the T, you should almost be able to see our church building. Turn left and
travel 0.2 miles. We are on the left hand side, with a sign out at the road and the
building a little back from the road.
